Item 6: Standing Committee Reports and Recommendations
6.1 COMMUNITY RELATIONS STANDING COMMITTEE MEETING NO. 13 (OCT 14, 2009)

6.1.1 Chairperson’s Report

Deputy Mayor Tremblett, Chairperson of the Committee, presented the following report:
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= Members of the Fire Department were in attendance. The Department requested
authorization to send four (4) or five (5) members to a training session in Stephenville
at a cost of approximately $5,000. It was noted that 50% will be reimbursed by the
Municipal Training & Development Corporation.

= Regarding the MCWP Application for a new pumper. The application was returned by
the Department of Municipal Affairs because additional information is required (i.e.
letter from the bank indicating that it is willing to provide a loan). This matter was
referred to the Town Manager for action.

= Councillor A. Hynes attended a seminar regarding the Olympic Torch Relay Route. It was
noted that Bishop’s Falls is one of 41 communities in the province that will participate in
the event. The torch will be in Bishop’s Falls on Saturday, November 14, 2009.
Councillor Hynes was directed to contact the Physical Education Teachers for Leo Burke
Academy and Helen Tulk Elementary to set up a planning committee.

DISCUSSION

Mayor Hobbs questioned Councillor Hynes on the status of the planning committee. In
response, Councillor Hynes indicated that she had contacted both schools. She is now
waiting for a response. She will follow-up with the teachers on October 21, 2009.

» [t was noted that the 60t Anniversary for the Air Cadets is in 2009. The Centennial
Committee may plan an event around the anniversary. This will be monitored, and if
necessary the Town will coordinate something to celebrate the achievement.

» The Centennial Committee will be hosting a Christmas concert this year and not a sing-a-
long as in previous years.

» The Town Manager received visits from Constable Mark Ricketts and District
Commander Harold Nippard over the last few weeks. Both individuals would like to
meet with Council to discuss issues and concerns. A meeting will be arranged for the
next Public Council meeting in November.

» The Committee is now in the process of planning the Remembrance Day celebrations. A
special meeting will be held on November 9 or 10 to finalize the agenda.

= Correspondence from the Exploits Valley Economic Development Corporation was
presented concerning the 2009 Community Economic Development Awards. The
Committee decided to nominate Mr. Doug Tucker & Mr. Lloyd Reid. The nomination
papers have been filed for Mr. Reid. Mr. Tucker declined the nomination because he is a
past recipient of the Award.

6.2 RECREATION STANDING COMMITTEE MEETING NO. 219 (OCT 13, 2009)

6.2.1 Chairperson’s Report

Councillor King, Chairperson of the Committee, presented the following report:
= Held a regular meeting on October 13, 2009 in Chambers.

= Discussed a request from the Bishop’s Falls Lions Club for a delegation with the
Committee regarding the west end playground. The Committee decided to hold a
special meeting on October 27, 2009 at 7:00 pm to entertain the delegation.

= Received a report concerning the arena boards’ replacement project. To date we have
secured 1/3 of the estimated cost (approximately $100,000 excluding engineering fees)
from the Atlantic Canada Opportunities Agency (ACOA). The Town also has a loan in
place for its 1/3, and we are currently working with the Department of Tourism, Culture
and Recreation and the Department of Municipal Affairs to obtain the Province’s 1/3.

DISCUSSION

Mayor Hobbs elaborated on the arena boards’ project. Since the Committee’s meeting
additional information has been obtained. ACOA recently awarded the Town
approximately $33,000, and we already have $15,000 from the Department of Tourism,
Culture and Recreation. We may have to borrow at least an additional $7,000, which
will bring the Town'’s contribution to around $40,000. The engineers assessed the
boards and determined that with some maintenance (i.e. installation of brackets) the life
expectance can be increased by approximately 5 years. Thus, there is no real need to
replace the boards at this time. The $15,000 can be used for renovations to the boards
and other things can be done in the stadium. His Worship then suggested that we
terminate the ACOA contract. The Town Manager explained that one of the brackets will
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be replaced before the stadium opens, and the other work will be done soon thereafter.
Councillor Canning indicated that the bottoms of the boards are rotting, and this is also a
problem. He does not want to see the problem arise again two (2) years down the road.
Mayor Hobbs indicated we are not in a fiscal position to take this on at this point. The
delay will give Council time to eliminate the burden that is now on its shoulders. There
being no further discussion, His Worship called for a motion.

Motion 452 /2009 - Councillor King/Councillor Budgell

That Council terminate the contract with ACOA under the Recreation Infrastructure
Canada Program for the replacement of the arena boards because of fiscal restraints.

The Club’s executive will be invited, and we hope concerned
parents will attend as well.

= Discussed a Job Creation Partnership (JCP) Project Proposal. The Committee will
recommend that Council submit a proposal to complete renovations to the Pat O’Reilly
Memorial Community Centre. This includes renovating the dressing rooms, painting the
stadium throughout, repairing the canteen, and installing rubber flooring in areas most
frequented by skaters.

6.3 GOVERNANCE STANDING COMMITTEE MEETING NO. 14 (OCT 14, 2009)

6.3.1 Chairperson’s Report

Councillor Budgell, Chairperson of the Committee, presented the following report:

= Held aregular meeting on October 14, 2009 in Council’s Chambers.

»  Asof October 14, 2009 we are using approximately $159,000 of our operating loan.
This balance does not include the accounts payables for this period that totals roughly

$114,000. The Town has an operating loan of $350,000. Over the coming months the
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Town will experience problems with cash flow, and the Committee is looking at all the
options. Council will be interested to know that the Mayor and [ met with MHA Clayton
Forsey on October 14, 2009. One of the items discussed was the grant-in-lieu of taxes
that the province committed to continue following the closure of Abitibi-Bowater. The
MHA advises that a cheque should be coming in the near future. Cabinet approval has
been obtained, and it now rest with the Minister of Municipal Affairs. We anticipate
that the grant-in-lieu will be at least $90,000, but the figure will not be known until the
announcement is made by the Province.

= Discussed issues surrounding equipment maintenance. The Committee was informed
of a situation where the Town authorized a single repair job to a piece of equipment;
however, several other repairs were completed that were not covered by the purchase
order. As you can appreciate, this leaves the Town with little control over
expenditures of this nature. Therefore, the Committee will table a recommendation
later this evening to prevent this from happening in the future.

= Reviewed Income/Expense Statement. At this point the Committee is still reviewing
the details of the Town’s Income/Expense Statement, and several accounts will need to
be investigated further. Moreover, in the coming days I plan on reviewing the Town’s
budgets and financial statements for the past four (4) years. The Committee believes
that an interim audit is required to provide a complete and accurate picture of the
Town’s fiscal position to date. This will be discussed later on the agenda.

6.4  PUBLIC WORKS STANDING COMMITTEE MEETING NO. 276 (OCT 15, 2009)

6.4.1 Chairperson’s Report

Councillor Mills, Chairperson of the Committee, presented the following report:

= Held aregular meeting on October 15, 2009 in Council’s Chambers.

= Received a delegation from Adams Construction concerning the Butler
Street/McDonald Crescent subdivision. The developer advises that the road will be

paved once the contractor is ready, which is anticipated to be early November. The
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drainage problems experienced by the residents on McDonald’s Crescent are also being
addressed. According to the developer, there are two (2) drainage problems. The first
pertains to the hill behind the properties, and the other is soft land. In regards to the
first problem, last week the developer began deepening the ditch at the rear of the
properties. This should correct that problem. As for the soft land, last week the
developer backfilled the properties (in certain areas) to correct landscaping errors.
This should eliminate the problems experienced by the residents; however, it will take
time for the land to settle, and the developer will continue to monitor the situation.

= Received a report from the Public Works Department. The Public Works Supervisor,
Mr. Chris Tobin, orientated the Committee on the operations of his Department. This
included winter schedules, on-call, budget problems, ditching priorities, and gas tax
initiatives. Mr. Tobin also reported that the equipment is ready for winter and things
will proceed as normal.

= Discussed the development of the west end recreation complex. The Committee
believes there are too many complications surrounding the development (i.e. location
of sewage outfall, inadequate space, etc); therefore, it will be recommending that
Council rescind motion 393 /2009 that was passed during Public Meeting 1250 in
September 2009.

DISCUSSION

Deputy Mayor Tremblett advised Council that the sewage outfall was repaired a few
years ago. In response, Mayor Hobbs stated that the problem is with the location and
the need to maintain an easement for accessibility. There has to be an easement to the
river, and this limits the space. His Worship went on to say that by rescinding the
motion we are not limiting future development. If a proposal is received it will be
considered. However, this area may be in the Town’s flood plain, and if that’s the case
development cannot proceed. Councillor King believed Council should issue the
Request for Proposals, and if it does not like what is received it can stop the process
then. Councillor Hynes indicated that a contractor approached the Town
approximately two (2) years ago to develop the land, and it had a plan to include the
playground at no cost to the Town. After a lengthy debate, Councillor Budgell
suggested that the matter should be returned to Committee for further discussion.
